FATHER PATRICKõS MESSAGE TO THE PARISH 

If youõre human, then you have temptations! We all 
have temptations! From time to time, we are tempted 
and desire to do the very thing we know we shouldnõt. 
We can know something to be wrong conceptually; 
however by experience we can perceive it to be good, 
and enjoyable otherwise we wouldnõt do it.  
 
This is a  result of our broken nature. As an effect of original sin, our human 
nature has lost its original harmony and unity between body and soul that God 
had originally created for man. The decision to break off from Godõs will has 
caused rupture and disaccord not only with God himself but with ourselves, 
and creation.  Now our human nature often times is more   attracted and 
yearns for evil or what we would simply call òsin.ó We are now susceptible to 
sin, but we are not obligated to sin. 
 
When temptations come, it is crucial that we remember that they are           

suggestions rather than orders. The thought or feeling that comes to us can 

feel so real that we believe the suggestion as being good or true. This is the 

trick of the evil one who is very good and presenting the temptation to feel real 

and desirable. That is why it is important in our personal prayer to admit to 

God the areas in our lives where we actually do desire sin. Because at the end 

of the day, even though we say we donõt want to sin, there is still a part of us 

deep down inside that does want it, or else we wouldnõt do it. 

Itõs also important for us to remember what scripture reminds us about    

temptations, òTherefore let any one who thinks that he stands take heed lest he 

fall.  No temptation has overtaken you that is not common to man. God is 

faithful, and he will not let you be tempted beyond your strength, but with the 

temptation will also provide the way of escape, that you may be able to endure 

it.ó Although our temptations can be so strong that we feel powerless, we have 

to hold on to the Lordõs promise that he is faithful and he will give us the 

strength to endure our temptations without falling into them. Temptations are 

an opportunity to learn to not rely on our own strength but on the Lord who is 

the source of our strength and holiness. Christ has won the victory over sin 

and death and through Him we have victory as well.

Paragraph 2. The Church - People of God, Body of 
Christ, Temple of the Holy Spirit 

 III. THE CHURCH IS THE TEMPLE OF THE HOLY SPIRIT  

798 The Holy Spirit is "the principle of every 

vital and truly saving action in each part of the 

Body."247  He works in many ways to build up the 

whole Body in charity:248  by God's Word "which 

is able to build you up";249  by Baptism, through 

which he forms Christ's Body;250  by the 

sacraments, which give growth and healing to 

Christ's members; by "the grace of the apostles, 

which holds first place among his gifts";251  by the 

virtues, which make us act according to what is 

good; finally, by the many special graces (called 

"charisms"), by which he makes the faithful "fit 

and ready to undertake various tasks and offices 

for the renewal and building up of the Church."252  

Charisms 

799 Whether extraordinary or simple and 

humble, charisms are graces of the Holy Spirit 

which directly or indirectly benefit the Church, 

ordered as they are to her building up, to the 

good of men, and to the needs of the world. 

800 Charisms are to be accepted with gratitude 

by the person who receives them and by all 

members of the Church 

as well. They are a 

wonderfully rich grace 

for the apostolic vitality 

and for the holiness of the 

entire Body of Christ, 

provided they really are 

genuine gifts of the Holy 

Spirit and are used in full 

conformity with authentic 

promptings of this same 

Spirit, that is, in keeping 

with charity, the true 

measure of all charisms.253  

801 It is in this sense that discernment of 

charisms is always necessary. No charism is 

exempt from being referred and submitted to the 

Church's shepherds. "Their office (is) not indeed 

to extinguish the Spirit, but to test all things and 

hold fast to what is good,"254  so that all the 

diverse and complementary charisms work 

together "for the common good."255  

IN BRIEF 

802 Christ Jesus "gave himself for us to redeem 

us from all iniquity and to purify for himself a 

people of his own" (ᵼ Titus 2:14). 

803 "You are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a 

holy nation, God's own people" (ᵼ 1 Pet 2:9). 

804 One enters into the People of God by faith 

and Baptism. "All men are called to belong to the 

new People of God" (LG 13), so that, in Christ, 

"men may form one family and one People of 

God" (AG 1).
