FATHER PATRICKõS MESSAGE TO THE PARISH 

On November 1st the universal Church celebrated the feast of all saints. Most 

of you drew a saint card from the basket which represents the saint that wants 

to pray for you for the year! Many people, especially non Catholic Christians 

and sadly Catholics alike mis-understand what the communion of the saints 

actually means and why we òpray to the saints.ó I would like to give a little bit 

of a apologetics lesson.  As Catholics it is crucial for us to understand that we 

do not worship nor pray to the saints per se.  

 

Many wonder why we need to pray to Mary and the saints when we can go 

straight to Jesus. When we pray to the saints, we are simply ask them to pray 

for us just as we would ask anyone else to pray for us. Because the saints are 

not dead but alive in heaven, they are aware of our needs here on earth and 

they can intercede on our behalf. We can see their ability to intercede on our 

behalf in scripture in the book of Revelation where John the apostle has vi-

sions of heaven and sees three degrees of saints: martyrs, virgins and confes-

sors. John sees how the confessors stand òbefore the throne of God, and serve 

Him day and night within His templeó (v. 15). Their service is prayer as we see 

in a few verses later: òAnd another angle came and stood at the altar with a 

golden censer; and he was given much incense to mingle with prayers of all the 

saints upon the golden altar before the throne; and the smoke of the incense 

rose with he prayers of the saints from the hand of the angel before 

Godó   (8:3-4). 

 

This shows us that their powerful prayer, mediated through the angel rises in 

heaven, but has immediate effects upon earth:óThen the angel took the censer 

and filled it with fire from the altar and threw it on the earth; and there were 

peals of thunder, voices, flashes of lightning, and an earthquakeó (v. 5).  So we 

see again not only that the saints are in conversation with God, but also that 

their conversation has a powerful effect on earthly events.  So when we go to 

the saints for their prayers, we can be confident that their prayers are much

powerful than ours since scripture says that òthe prayer of a righteous person is powerful and effectiveó (James 5:16) 

and they are standing before the throne of God offering up prayers on our behalf. The saints are our friends and our 

spiritual directors because they have gone before us and have fought the good fight. We all have someone in our lives 

who we look up to for some reason or another. The saints are our example whom we should be looking up to.  Their 

lives and writings are inspiring and can be extremely influential if we spend enough time learning from them. They 

show us how to know and love the Lord in a human practical way. We  all have felt a certain connection with certain 

saints and that is no coincidence. The saints choose us to intercede for us, we do not choose them. If you drew a saint 

card from the basket last Sunday, consider it as though that saint chose you, to pray for you, and to guide you closer to 

Jesus.

III. THE CHURCH IS CATHOLIC 

834 Particular Churches are fully catholic through their 
communion with one of them, the Church of Rome "which 
presides in charity."315 "For with this church, by reason of its 
pre-eminence, the whole Church, that is the faithful everywhere, 
must necessarily be in accord."316 Indeed, "from the incarnate 
Word's descent to us, all Christian churches everywhere have 
held and hold the great Church that is here [at Rome] to be their 
only basis and foundation since, according to the Savior's 
promise, the gates of hell have never prevailed against her."317 

835 "Let us be very careful not to conceive of the universal 
Church as the simple sum, or . . . the more or less anomalous 
federation of essentially different particular churches. In the 
mind of the Lord the Church is universal by vocation and 
mission, but when she pub down her roots in a variety of 
cultural, social, and human terrains, she takes on different 
external expressions and appearances in each part of the 
world."318 The rich variety of ecclesiastical disciplines, liturgical 
rites, and theological and spiritual heritages proper to the local 
churches "unified in a common effort, shows all the more 
resplendently the catholicity of the undivided Church."319 

Who belongs to the Catholic Church? 

836 "All men are called to this catholic unity of the People of 
God.... and to it, in different ways, belong or are ordered: the 
Catholic faithful, others who believe in Christ, and finally all 
mankind, called by God's grace to salvation."320 

837 "Fully incorporated into the society of the Church are those 
who, possessing the Spirit of Christ, accept all the means of 
salvation given to the Church together with her entire 
organization, and who - by the bonds constituted by the 

profession of faith, the 
sacraments, ecclesiastical 
government, and communion - 
are joined in the visible structure 
of the Church of Christ, who rules 
her through the Supreme Pontiff 
and the bishops. Even though 
incorporated into the Church, one 
who does not however persevere 
in charity is not saved. He remains 
indeed in the bosom of the 
Church, but 'in body' not 'in 
heart.'"321 

838 "The Church knows that she 
is joined in many ways to the baptized who are honored by the 
name of Christian, but do not profess the Catholic faith in its 
entirety or have not preserved unity or communion under the 
successor of Peter."322 Those "who believe in Christ and have 
been properly baptized are put in a certain, although imperfect, 
communion with the Catholic Church."323 With the Orthodox 
Churches, this communion is so profound "that it lacks little to 
attain the fullness that would permit a common celebration of 
the Lord's Eucharist."324 

The Church and non-Christians 

839 "Those who have not yet received the Gospel are related to 
the People of God in various ways."325  
The relationship of the Church with the Jewish People. When 
she delves into her own mystery, the Church, the People of God 
in the New Covenant, discovers her link with the Jewish 
People,326 "the first to hear the Word of God."327 The Jewish 
faith, unlike other non-Christian religions, is already a response 
to God's revelation in the Old Covenant. To the Jews "belong 
the sonship, the glory, the covenants, the giving of the law, the 
worship, and the promises; to them belong the patriarchs, and of 
their race, according to the flesh, is the Christ",328 "for the gifts 
and the call of God are irrevocable."329 

840 and when one considers the future, God's People of the Old 
Covenant and the new People of God tend towards similar goals: 
expectation of the coming (or the return) of the Messiah. But 
one awaits the return of the Messiah who died and rose from the 
dead and is recognized as Lord and Son of God; the other awaits 
the coming of a Messiah, whose features remain hidden till the 
end of time; and the latter waiting is accompanied by the drama 
of not knowing or of misunderstanding Christ Jesus.               
841 The Church's relationship with the Muslims. "The plan of 
salvation also includes those who acknowledge the Creator, in 
the first place amongst whom are the Muslims; these profess to 
hold the faith of Abraham, and together with us they adore the 
one, merciful God, mankind's judge on the last day."330
