The Mass isnôt a show, says pope, chiding those 
who take cell phone pictures during liturgy  

 
The priest says, 'Lift up your hearts?' He doesn't say, 'Lift up your cell phones to take 
a photo!' 
The pope today lamented that there are lay people, priests, and even bishops who use 
cell phones during Mass, while over the past 2,000 years there have been many Chris-
tians who have lost their lives for celebrating the Eucharist. 
 
Pope Francis said that it makes him sad when he celebrates Mass in St. Peterõs Square 
or in the Basilica and sees many cell phones being held up. 

òThe Holy Mass isnõt a show. Itõs where we go to be present for the Passion and Res-
urrection of Jesus,ó said Francis during the general audience, as he began a new series 
of catecheses on the Eucharist, having concluded his series on hope. 

òThe priest celebrates the Eucharist, and we arenõt close to the Lord. If the president 
of the republic were to come here today, or any very important world figure, weõd 
surely all be there close to him, wanting to greet him. But think! When you go to 
Mass, the Lord is there!ó 

òôBut, Father, Masses are boring!õ ôWhat? Are you saying that the Lord is boring?õ ôNo, 
not the Massñthe priests.õ ôAh, so the priests should convert. But, the Lord is there 
(in the Eucharist)!õ Donõt forget it,ó the pope exclaimed.

In order to appreciate Mass more and be less distracted, the Bishop of Rome suggested we ask ourselves some questions about 
the Mass. Why do we make the Sign of the Cross and the act of contrition at the beginning of the Mass? And why do we hear 
certain readings at Massñthree on Sunday and two on other days? Why do we read specific readings on a given day, and how are 
they related?  

 
Then, he surprised everyone by asking, òWhy, at a certain point, does the priest presiding at the celebration say, ôLift up your 
hearts?õ He doesnõt say, ôLift up your cell phones to take a photo!õ No, thatõs very inappropriate!ó 

òIt makes me very sad,ó he continued, òwhen I celebrate Mass in Saint Peterõs Square or in the Basilica, and I see so many cell 
phones raised up, not just by lay people, but also by some priests, even bishops. Please!ó he said forcefully. 

Those present applauded when they heard the popeõs reprimand toward those who do not respect the culminating act of the 
Catholic faith, and who distract themselves and others during Mass by taking selfies, photos and videos with their cell phones. 

In order to live our relationship with God fully, òfor us Christians, itõs fundamental to understand well the value and meaning of 
the Holy Mass,ó he said. 

The pope explained that the goal of his catecheses will be a òbetter understandingó of the importance of the Eucharist and of 
òhow Godõs love is reflected in this mystery of faith.ó 

The meaning of the Mass 

The pope started this catechesis series by citing the example of a group of fourth-century North African martyrs, and that of in-
numerable other Christians who have sacrificed their lives for love of the Eucharist. The reason for their sacrifice, he explained, is 
found in the words of Jesus: òIf you do not eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you will not have life within 
youó (John 6:53). 

òAre we seeking that fountain from which ôliving waters springõ for eternal life, which makes our life a spiritual sacrifice of praise 
and thanksgiving?ó the pope asked. 

òThis is the deepest sense of the Holy Eucharist, which means ôthanksgivingõ: giving thanks to God the Father, Son, and Holy 
Spirit, who envelops us and transforms us in his communion of love.ó

III. THE CHURCH IS CATHOLIC  

842 The Church's bond with non-Christian religions is in 

the first place the common origin and end of the human 

race: 

All nations form but one community. This is so because 

all stem from the one stock which God created to people 

the entire earth, and also because all share a common 

destiny, namely God. His providence, evident goodness, 

and saving designs extend to all against the day when the 

elect are gathered together in the holy city. .331                                                                      

843 The Catholic Church recognizes in other religions 

that search, among shadows and images, for the God who 

is unknown yet near since he gives life and breath and all 

things and wants all men to be saved. Thus, the Church 

considers all goodness and truth found in these religions 

as "a preparation for the Gospel and given by him who 

enlightens all men that they may at length have life."332  

844 In their religious behavior, however, men also 

display the limits and errors that disfigure the image of 

God in them: 

Very often, deceived by the Evil One, men have become 

vain in their reasonings, and have exchanged the truth of 

God for a lie, and served the creature rather than the 

Creator. Or else, living and dying in this world without 

God, they are exposed to ultimate despair.333  

845 To reunite all his 

children, scattered and led 

astray by sin, the Father 

willed to call the whole of 

humanity together into his 

Son's Church. the Church is 

the place where humanity 

must rediscover its unity and 

salvation. the Church is "the 

world reconciled." She is that 

bark which "in the full sail of 

the Lord's cross, by the breath 

of the Holy Spirit, navigates 

safely in this world." 

According to another image dear to the Church Fathers, 

she is prefigured by Noah's ark, which alone saves from 

the flood.334  

"Outside the Church there is no salvation" 

846 How are we to understand this affirmation, often 

repeated by the Church Fathers?335  Re-formulated 

positively, it means that all salvation comes from Christ 

the Head through the Church which is his Body: 

Basing itself on Scripture and Tradition, the Council 

teaches that the Church, a pilgrim now on earth, is 

necessary for salvation: the one Christ is the mediator and 

the way of salvation; he is present to us in his body which 

is the Church. He himself explicitly asserted the necessity 

of faith and Baptism, and thereby affirmed at the same 

time the necessity of the Church which men enter through 

Baptism as through a door. Hence they could not be 

saved who, knowing that the Catholic Church was 

founded as necessary by God through Christ, would 

refuse either to enter it or to remain in it.336  

847 This affirmation is not aimed at those who, 

through no fault of their own, do not know Christ 

and his Church: 

Those who, through no fault of their own, do not know 

the Gospel of Christ or his Church, but who nevertheless 

seek God with a sincere heart, and, moved by grace, try 

in their actions to do his will as they know it through the 

dictates of their conscience - those too may achieve 

eternal salvation.337
